Event:
Our 3nd annual race features a 5K run/walk, 1M fun run and a Pancake Breakfast
Date & Time:
Saturday June 14th, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. for the 5k Run and Walk   7:00-10:00 for the Pancake Breakfast.
Course:
The race starts just outside the Hallsville Primary School Parking Lot and down the drive to North Street, continues west on Ricketts Road, looping through Douglas Point Subdivision before heading East on Ricketts Road, then looping through the heart of Hallsville and back down North Street/Ricketts Road  and finishes back at the starting line.  
Organizers: 
The Hallsville Optimist Club chartered April 5, 2002 with a whopping 67 members!   Since that time, we have supported numerous youth development opportunities and scholarships.   Our support in the community has been immeasurable.   
Participants:
Our event has hosted as many as 65+ competitors, in addition to nearly 20 volunteers, plus spectators, which help make our events a success.

Amenities:
All participants receive a Registration Bag, which contains a t-shirt and a list of all sponsors and other cool stuff. Sponsors are encouraged to put in an advertisement, coupons, or promotional items. Medals will be given to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place finishers in all age group categories for the 5K run and top 3 finishers in the fun run, while all participants will get a ribbon in the fun run.
How are the funds used:

Sponsorships help us provide medals, runners bibs, and t-shirts for the participants, water for the course.   If enough sponsorship is provided, we would like to eventually begin using a timing service.   However, this typically costs about $500 and has been an expense we have not yet entertained.


Funds raised through registration fees and excess sponsorship are used for Hallsville Buddy Pack Program, Scholarship programs, Youth Academic and Leadership camps such as Missouri Scholars, Boys and Girls State, Missouri Leadership Academy, and many more.   We raise funds to help children have development opportunities that otherwise they may not be able to afford. 

Advertising:   We advertise through our website at http://hallsville-optimists.missouri.org, via distributed registration forms, email, community calendars, running club calendars, and via local events.  Online registration is also on the Nationwide Active.com events registration site.
Timing Services:  We currently manually time our runners, therefore our course and times are not considered official/certified.  We eventually would like to obtain a sponsor to secure timing services.   However, this must be scheduled far in advance.
